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A Note from Pastor Steve

As we all know, giving is the central founda-
tion of the Gospel...For God so loved that He
gave...but what does this really mean in re-
gard to our daily walk with Jesus? How does
giving benefit my immediate and eternal
goals?

Spotlight on Ministry: Senior Saints

Seniors on a Mission consists of monthly, senior-led mission trips to local nonprofit organizations.

Our Senior Saints find meaningful work, purpose, and friendships while lending their helping

hands, engaging minds and seasoned skill sets to area charities, ministries and nonprofits.

Fifteen years ago, after receiving a BA in Biblical
Studies, Joanne Hickox began to pursue a Mas-
ters in Theology. 500 hours of ministry time was
a service requirement for the degree. Pastor
Steve suggested Joanne pursue four senior citi-
zens who had stopped coming to church, were
depressed, isolated and lonely. What began
with months of handwritten notes and weekly
phone calls eventually turned into an ice-cream
parlor outing. Joanne says it took more than
three years to gain their trust, not because of her
persistence, but because they recognized the
love of God in her and sensed that her care for

them was real.

The group of four exploded and became a group

of more than 50 seniors who gathered for
monthly social activities. After a senior ex-
pressed a desire to be a blessing back to
Joanne, she contacted a nonprofit organization
she knew needed help and committed the group
to a couple of hours of monthly volunteer work. It
became a time of Godly purpose for people who

once believed they no longer had value.

Joanne and her group of missionaries quickly
outgrew the church van, so she raised funds to

purchase a 26 passenger bus.

In 2009 alone, the
value of the ser-
vices provided by
Seniors on a Mis-
sion to local or-
ganizations was
$211,289.00.
Beneficiaries of

their volunteer hours include the Cummer Mu-
seum of Art, Dreams Come True, 1st Coast
Women'’s Services, Project SOS, Seamark
Ranch, the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society,
